Immigration to the United States from 1820 through 1941, by years and decades 
(No official records were made of the influx of foriign population to this 
country prior to 1820. Although the number of inmiigrants arrived in the 
United States from the close of the Revolutionary War up to 1820 is not 
accurately known, it is estimated by good authorities as 250,000. For 
1820 to 1867 the following figures are for alien passengers arriving;
